GOALS AND OBJECTIVES 

The Jordan River Watershed Council was initially created in the late 1970’s in conjunction with the 208 Plan to propose implementable solutions to area-wide water quality and pollution problems and to oversee the centralization of wastewater treatment facilities in the Salt Lake Valley.  With no pressing concerns, the council became inactive in the late 1990’s.  However, the upcoming TMDLs for both Emigration Creek and the Jordan River present an opportunity for stakeholders to coordinate and provide input in a crucial process that may result in both regulatory and management reform.  Therefore, the Jordan River Watershed Council is being re-vitalized.  Our initial goals are as follows
:

1. Establish leadership of sustainable, long-term river and stream stewardship in the Jordan River Watershed.

2. Provide a centralized arena where watershed concerns may be addressed.

3. Promote open discussion of watershed issues between stakeholders.

4. Create ad hoc groups for special interest concerns.  These ad hoc groups are anticipated to represent: parks and recreation, planning and zoning, real estate and development, environmental concerns, water distribution, water treatment, and irrigation companies.

5. Provide technical support for TMDLs of the Jordan River and Emigration Creek.

6. Assist with the development of education and information activities in conjunction with Salt Lake City Watershed and the US Forest Service in the Wasatch Canyons.

7. Provide technical GIS mapping support for Watershed Management Programs.    

TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD EXPLANATION

On a semi-annual basis, the Utah Division of Water Quality (DWQ) develops lists of impaired waters in the state.  “Impaired waters” are those waterbodies that currently fail to meet water quality standards established by the state even after point sources have implemented the minimum required levels of pollution control technology.  The semi-annual assessment conducted by DWQ is mandated under section 303(d) of the Clean Water Act and results in the listing of impaired waters on what is known as the 303(d) list.  Subsequent to listing, the State is required to develop a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) to reduce pollutant levels in impaired waters.  A TMDL is a calculation of the maximum amount of a pollutant that a waterbody can receive and still meet water quality standards.  Both the Jordan River and Emigration Creek have been given high priority rankings and TMDLs will soon be created for these waters.  

IMPAIRED WATERS IN THE JORDAN RIVER WATERSHED

Sections of the Jordan River and Emigration Creek have been 303(d) listed for dissolved oxygen, pathogens, salinity, total dissolved solids, chlorides, temperature and total phosphorus (See table below).  Currently, the State of Utah is in the process of developing TMDLs for both the Jordan River and Emigration Creek.
